Fill the Frame
1. Find 1 photograph that effectively fills the frame
2. Find 1 photo that does not fill the frame — the photographer
could have come in closer for a better effect.

Visual Center of Interest
3. Find 1 photo that uses this element effectively
4. Find 1 photo that does not have a Visual Center of Interest —
the viewer might get confused about what to look at first

Proper Subject Placement
5. Find 1 photo that uses the Rule of Thirds effectively
6. Find 1 photo that you feel does not use the Rule of Thirds
effectively
7. Find 1 photo that “leads the subject” into the photo
8. Find 1 photo that does not “lead the subject” into the photo

Using Lines
9. Find 1 photo that uses lines to draw the viewer to the center of
interest.
10.Find 1 photo that uses horizontal or lines effectively
11.Find 1 photo that uses vertical lines effectively
12.Find 1 photo that uses curved lines effectively.
13.Find 1 photo that uses s-lines effectively.

Frame Central Subject Matter
14.Find 1 photo that uses this element effectively
15.Find 1 photo that could use a frame.

Use Visual Perspective
16.Find 1 photo that uses this element effectively
17.Find 1 photo that does not.

Repetition of Shapes
